ADVANCED ART Basics

Consequences

Miscellaneous


As a method of helping us all become responsible art students, many of the needed art supplies for the semester will be passed out to all individual students.  These supplies are numbered and must be kept in the student’s art pouch.  At the end of the semester, all supplies will be collected and accounted for.  If any supplies are missing or destroyed, the student will be responsible for paying to replacing them.


All students are also expected to be responsible in doing their part to help clean up at the end of every class.  No students will be dismissed until all clean-up is completed.

Grading Information 

  A wide variety of assessments will be used to evaluate the works of art, including self-evaluation.  Evaluation of artwork will be based on effort and improvement exhibited in satisfying the given criteria.  Evaluations will be displayed in a standards-based rubric on the student’s individual portfolio.  Parents may also request a copy at any time.  Grades will be translated from the standards-based rubric into a letter grade on power school for the entire unit.

For each project, students will be given one week of additional independent time, if needed, to finish after we stop working on it in class.  Students may turn projects in any time before this week expires for FULL CREDIT.  Projects will be accepted AFTER this week FOR CREDIT ONLY (D-).  The final due date will be clearly displayed on the bulletin board in the front of the studio.
Students will also earn a citizenship grade at the end of the semester, based on their success in following the rules and expectations of our studio.

We are always open to donations in the art studio.  Any time you have extra newspapers, recyclable materials or other items that may be beneficial for art creations or for any other purpose in the art room, feel free to send them in.  Some specific items I am currently looking for are:
